· tend to be stories that principally focus on love and relationships, and may take as a subject a single love relationship, or an individual looking for love.

· can be a branch of historical fiction but may more loosely deal with life in the wild American west, as it was settled.

· often have characters that investigate crimes or various puzzles.

· tends to use some scientific data as basis for stories, and might focus on things like apocalypse scenarios, future worlds, or space travel, to name just a few.

· may deal with various “unreal” or magical things, or things not possible in the real world, and may contain alternate worlds and/or mythical and made up creatures or peoples.

· are sometimes called spy thrillers and might have themes in which spies are involved in investigating various events, often on a global scale.

· may rely on elements like the supernatural, apocalyptic events, or in some cases exceptionally graphic cases of murder or mutilation caused by humans or other sources.

· invents characters or deeds for a specific time period and may tell the story of that time period through fictional and non-fictional but fictionalized characters.
